“We are advertis-
ing all over,” she
said. “Our strategy
is to bring more
people into the
Village of Orono.”

And it is work-
ing. People are com-
ing to the antique
market from all over
the province,
searching for that
rare find – which
could be Delphite, a

very rare
Depression glass
that can be found at
the Main Thru
Church Antique
Market.
